A number of empirical studies find
that farmers are risk-averse, though only
moderately in many cases. There is also
evidence to show that farmers' risk
aversion resulls in cropping patterns and
input use designed to reduce risk rather
than to maximize income. Farmers adopt
a number of strategies to manage and
cope with agricultural risks. These
include practices like crop and field
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diversification, non-farm employment,
storage of stocks and strategic migration
of family members. There are also
institutions ranging from share tenancy to
kinship, extended family and informal
credit agencies.
