To understand the eflect of recession on the India Eeonomy, we should
first understand what the term recession technieally means, It means drastic
slowing of the sconomy where the gross national or domestic product falls in
two consecutive gquarters, The general indicators of recession are slowdown in
the nation’s production, rise in unemployment and steep decline in intorest
rates. This decling in interest rate iz followed by a decline in the demand for
money. According to economic principles, slowdown ig a natural phenomenon.
An economy growing over a long period of time shows a slowdown growth trend

asg a part of the normal economic cyvele.

Recession generally takes place with loss of consumer confidence in the
economic growlh and people start spending less. Less expenditure causzes a
cyelic effect in the economy — decrease in demand for goods and services, which
leads to decrease in production, which leads to steep rise in unemployment and
due to this, people spend lesser and the eyele continues. Similarly, investors
also start spending less as they fear thar stock values will fall and thus stock
markets fall due to this negative sentiment.

Needless to say, during the global economic crisis of 2008, the Indian
economy also passed through these stages. A sharp deeline in the economic
growth to an average of 5-5% was observed, which was above 8% for the

consecutive period of the previous three yvears sinee 2004,
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The developed countries of the world are trying their best to not let
recession convert into a continuous process resulting in a great depression. The
basic diffcrence between them 18 recession is of two quarters generally, while
depression is a severe economic downturn that lasts for several years, The
global depression affected India less as it wazs more of a closed economy —
relying on internal consumption, saving and import substitution. However,
after what iz referred to as first generation reforms in India in 1991, Lhe
economy was opened to global players and share of export, both of goods and
services in GDP grew significantly. So the dependence on the global market
inereased and India counld not insulate itself from these adverse developments
in the international financial markets. However, the effect of the crigis on the
Indian economy was not significant in the beginning. The initial effect of the
crisis was, in fact, positive as India received accelerated foreign investments
during the initial periods, till January, 2008, This was basically due to a belief
that the developing economies would remain, largely unaffected by the crisis.
But, this belief wag soon proved to be wrong, as the erisis started spreading
through current and capital accounts of balance of paymenta. The slowdown in
exports ended up atfecting the current account. However, the overall Balance of

Payment was less affected.

Due to conlinuing economic slowdown, many companies lose their
contracts, which influences the overall production of the company and thus the
jobs offered by them. It is said that recession iz changing the consumer
behaviour and attitudes in the current retail market. In fact, the riging trend of
supermarkets and shopping complexes in India has given a boost to the retail
marketing indusiry. The consumers are being more loyal to the supermarkets
and the brands they sell, which they believe ig value for money. Despite the
global economic downturn, the consumer spending continues. However, the way
they spend is affected substantially, as they look towards value-for-money
based products.
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The impacts that were expected on the Indian economy were — reduced

liquidity, reduced industrial output, declining stocks, reduced job opportunities,

steep decline in the real estate markel, ever increasing inflation, change in

eonsumer behaviour and purchasing power and the lowering of GDP and its

forecast. But, the Indian economy is unique in nature and is known as one of

the mosl promising economies in terms of growth and investment.

The economy of India has transitioned from a mixed planned economy to
a mixed middle income developing social market economy with a notable role
played by the public sector in sirategic sectors. It is the world’s fifth largest
economy by nominal GDF and the third largest by purchasing power parity
(PPP.

While the economies of the world are facing recession, the Indian economy
iz away from it. India is facing slowdown, not recession. India is considered as
the biggest consumer market with 300 million of middle class families residing
here. It also enjoys lower debt ratio of 22 per cent of the Gross National Produet,
and has the highest saving rate of 28 per cent of the Gross Domestic Produet.
Despite being open o the world financial markets, there are various sectors
which are less exposed to it and are less dependent on exports, So, it iz belioved
that the global economic crisis will have less impact on India.

Having said that, the fact should not he ignored that there has been a
little impaet of the ¢rigis on India due to which the current account deficit and
the fiscal deficit is widaning.

Nearly 70% of India's GDP is driven by domestic consumption. A= a
result, the country remains the world’s sixth-largest consumer market. Apart
from private consumption, India’s GDP is also fuelled by government spending,
investments and exports. According to the World Bank, to achieve sustainable
economic  development, India must focus on  public sector reforms,
infrastructure and rural development, removal of land and labour legislations,
financial inclusion, spur private investment and exporte, education and public
health,

On preliminary enguiry, it was established
that it iz forgery case. The Competent Authority decided to conduct
mauiry under provisions of CC8 (CCA) Rules 1985 and appointed you as
Inquiry Officer in this case. Drafl a letter to the charged-sheeted official
to appear before you for hearing on a specified date, time and venue
informing him that failure on his part to appear in person on the
appointed dale and time may lead to vour proceeding against him
ex-parte without further notice. You may also inform him of his right to
take assistance of an employee (not a lawyer) during the hearing as
Defence Assistant. Please also inform him in the letter that he will be
permitted to cross-examine proseculion witnesses and produce evidence
in his defence during the course of regular hearings. Copies of vour
letter need to be sent to (a) the Presenting Officer asking him to bring
along with him documents (with photocopies} which he would rely upon

to prove charges and (b) the Disciplinary Authority. 15
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
